The Mill Creek Park District proposes to rehabilitate andenhance the 1.07 mile northern section of East Cohasset Drive within HistoricMill Creek Park from Ottawa Drive to Old Furnace Road.  East Cohasset Drive currently is being usedas a multi-purpose trail with vehicle access available only to emergency,police, maintenance vehicles and park trolleys. The project proposes to resurface, including pavement repairs, theentire 1.07 mile northern section of East Cohasset Drive.  Additional improvements include therehabilitation of existing sandstone headwalls, curbing, gutters and retainingwalls to ensure the continued structural integrity of the roadway.  Further, the project proposes to replacedeteriorated sections of cedar railing/guardrail and various entrance bollardswith similar materials.  Moreover, theproject proposes to replace the existing metal gate(s) at the Old Furnace Roadentrance and rehabilitate the existing catch basins and drainage structures, asneeded.  No new permanent right-of-wayand no temporary right-of-way is required from Mill Creek Park to constructthis project.  
The entire length of the project will occur within theboundary of Mill Creek Park, listed on the National Register of Historic Places(NRHP) as a historic district, National Register Information System Number05000178, and is afforded protection as a recognized Section 4(f) propertyunder the Department of Transportation (DOT) Act of 1966.  However, the proposed undertaking will notalter the historic integrity of the existing roadway and landscape features inMill Creek Park nor will it adversely affect the protected recreationalactivities, features, or attributes associated with the park.  
The project will not result in the use of a Section 4(f) historicsite.  In addition, the project will preserve and/or enhance Mill Creek Park and will not adversely affect protected recreational activities, features or attributes.  Therefore, the project was processed as an exception to the requirement for Section 4(f) approval for recreational properties.
