Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes toconstruct a park-and-ride facility with an access road along the east side ofState Route (SR) 164 on a 4.75-acre site located approximately 0.25 milenortheast of the SR-164 bridge over Interstate Route (IR) 680 in BeaverTownship, Mahoning County.  The proposedpark and ride facility with access road is adjacent to the eastern terminus ofthe proposed new IR 680/SR-164 interchange; PID 80192; project. The sitecontains an open woodlot along SR-164 with reclaimed strip mine land behind thewoodlot. The existing foundation of an abandoned, prefabricated house, circa1995, and its asphalt driveway/parking lot currently occupy the southernportion of the property.  The abandonedhouse was demolished in November 2016. Parallel to and east of SR-164 is an abandoned road bed that providesaccess to the southern portion of the site. The site contains dense secondary tree growth with a small fallow fieldat its northern border.  Approximately1.8 acres or 38% of the site is woodlot while 0.35 acre or 7% of the site isfallow field.
The proposed work includes the construction of an access roadand parking area located on SR-164 at Straight Line Mile (SLM) 5.56,approximately 0.15 mile south of Paulin Road. Prior to construction, trees and stumps will be specifically marked andremoved within the construction limits. Specified sediment and erosion controls will be installed prior toearthwork.  The proposed access road andparking area will be constructed of a new porous asphalt concrete.  A total of thirty-one (31) parking spaces,including two (2) handicap spaces, and a 25-foot turn-around section will be established in the proposed 185-foot by 64-foot parking area.  The proposed access road consists of two 12-foot lanes with 2-foot shoulders and is approximately 367 feet in length.  Signage and lighting will also be installedwithin the proposed park-and-ride facility. 
According to ecological studies and coordination with USFWSand ODNR, approximately 2.52-acres of suitable wooded habitat (SWH) for theFederally endangered Indiana and Northern long-eared bats are expected to beimpacted by the proposed project. Approximately 0.7-acre is located beyond 100 feet from the existing edgeof pavement, however, not within 50-feet of a perennial stream.  Based on the project type, location andanticipated impacts the project may affect and likely to adversely affect theIndiana and Northern long-eared bats. The project will not impact any other environmentally sensitiveresources within the project study area.
Approximately 1.06 acres of land to construct the proposedproject consists of a parcel owned by ODOT inproximity to the proposedIR 680/SR 164 interchange. The proposed project will, however, acquire 0.560 acre of new permanentright-of-way from one (1) additional property owner (Mala Properties, Ltd.) toconstruct the proposed access road to the proposed park-and-ride facility.

In October 2016, ODOT District 4Environmental Section personnel prepared and submitted a Section 106 Requestfor Review package for the project to ODOT-OES.  ODOT-OES Cultural Resource Sectionpersonnel subsequently conducted a Phase I literature review and archaeologicalsurvey of the project study area on November2, 2016, and prepared a Phase I Cultural Resource Survey (Short Report Format) for the project on November 30, 2016.  The literature review found two (2) previous cultural resource surveyexamined parcels in the surrounding area, but not the two (2) parcels for theproposed project. In response to theMOA project notification, dated February 28, 2017, USFWS completed a review ofthe project and generated comments on June 1, 2017. The comments discussedODOT's commitment to implement the impact avoidance, minimization, andcompensation measures as described for CC-3a projects in the 2016 ProgrammaticBiological Opinion (PBO). These measures include the implementation of: 
·    Avoidance Measure A-1 that will avoid and/or minimize impacts to summer roosting bats by clearing suitable wooded habitat (SWH) only between 1 October and 31 March.
·    All phases/aspects of the project have been designed to avoid tree removal in excess of what is required to implement the project safely.       
·    The project footprint has been minimized to the extent practicable.
·    Impacts to aquatic resources have been minimized.
·    Impacts to forested areas and upland habitats have been minimized.
·    Due to the relatively young age of the SWH, no potential maternity roost trees were identified that would require marking for avoidance, however, fencing will be installed prior to any tree clearing to ensure contractors stay within clearing limits. ODOT will ensure that contractors understand clearing limits and how they are marked in the field.
USFWS understands CM-1a that willoffset the 0.7 acre of SWH to be removed beyond 100 feet from the edge ofpavement by subtracting acreage credit from the SCCC2 Bat Conservation Area(BCA) at a replacement ratio of 3.5:1.  Therefore, 2.45 acres of creditswill be taken from the SCCC2 BCA.
USFWS confirmed that the project'seffects are consistent with those analyzed in the PBO.  The Service hasdetermined that projects consistent with the conservation measures and scope ofthe program analyzed in the PBO are not likely to jeopardize the continuedexistence of the Indiana and northern long-eared bats.
Moreover, the Service anticipates thattree removal associated with the project will cause incidental take of Indianabats.  As described in the Framework Incidental Take Statement (ITS) ofthe PBO, such taking will be difficult to detect.  The Service determinedthat it is appropriate to measure the amount or extent of incidental takeresulting from PBO projects using the proposed acreage of tree removal fromIndiana bat suitable habitat as a surrogate for the numbers of individualstaken.  The project will remove 2.52 acres of SWH for the Indiana bat, asdefined by the 2016 PBO.  The Service will add the acreage of projectrelated tree removal to the annual total acreage attributed to the PBO as asurrogate measure of Indiana bat take and exempted from the prohibitionsagainst incidental taking.  Such exemption is effective as long as youragency implements the reasonable and prudent measure (RPM) and accompanyingterms and conditions of the PBO's ITS.
The Service also anticipates that treeremoval associated with the project will cause incidental take of NorthernLong-eared bats.  However, the project is consistent with the PBO, andsuch projects will not cause take of Northern Long-eared bats that isprohibited under the final 4(d) rule for this species (50 CFR Subsection17.40(o)).  Therefore, this taking does not require exemption from theService.
ODOT, its Local cooperators, and anycontractors must take care when handling dead or injured Indiana and NorthernLong-eared bats, or any other federally listed species that are found at theproject site to preserve biological material in the best possible condition andto protect the handler from exposure to diseases, such as rabies.  Projectpersonnel are responsible for ensuring that any evidence about determining thecause of death or injury is not unnecessarily disturbed.  Reporting thediscovery of dead or injured listed species is required in all cases to enablethe Service to determine whether the level of incidental take exempted by thisPBO is exceeded, and to ensure that the terms and conditions are appropriateand effective.  Parties finding a dead, injured, or sick specimen of anyendangered or threatened species must promptly notify this Service Office.

IMPACTS TO FORESTED AREAS AND UPLAND HABITATS SHALL BE MAINTAINED TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PRACTICABLE DURING PROJECT CONSTRUCTION.  CONSTRUCTION FENCING WILL BE INSTALLED PRIOR TO ANY TREE CLEARING TO ENSURE THE CONTRACTOR WILL STAY WITHIN CLEARING LIMITS.  ODOT WILL ENSURE THE CONTRACTOR UNDERSTANDS THE CLEARING LIMITS AND HOW THEY ARE MARKED IN THE FIELD.  
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
