The city of Cortland plans toprovide new sidewalks along Portal Drive and Natale Drive for pedestrian accessto the Lakeview Schools in the city of Cortland, Trumbull County, Ohio.  Theproject proposes to install approximately 1939 feet of new 5-foot wide concrete sidewalks along both sides of Portal Drive fromLakeview Drive east to the existing culvert carrying an unnamed tributary toWalnut Creek under Portal Drive. Additionally, the project proposes to install new approximately 414 feet of 5-foot wide concrete sidewalks along bothsides of Natale Drive from Lakeview Drive to the Lakeview High School complex.  Further improvements include new curb rampsto meet Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards, linear grading, newcrosswalks and street signs.
