In an effortto improve safety and reduce traffic congestion, the Ohio Department of Transportation(ODOT) plans to improve an approximately one-half mile section of State Route(SR) 46 from Webb Road to Lincoln Avenue in Austintown and WeathersfieldTownships, Mahoning and Trumbull Counties. The project proposes to widen SR 46 from Webb Road to County Line Roadto accommodate an additional northbound through lane that converts to anexclusive right-turn lane between Liberty Street and County Line Road.  Between County Line Road and Lincoln Avenue,the project proposes to widen SR 46 to accommodate a southbound left-turn laneat the SR 46/County Line Road intersection. Further improvements include curb radius reconstruction along the westside of the roadway at the SR 46/Webb Road intersection, new sidewalk withAmericans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant ramps along the east side of SR46, new curb/gutter/storm sewer drainage system along the east side of SR 46and new pavement markings/signing. Temporary and permanent rights-of-way willbe acquired to construct the project.
