Project Description: 
The Summit County Engineer proposes to replace the HomeAvenue bridge in the city of Akron, Summit County.  This bridge is identified as SUM CR11 - 0.02;Structure File Number (SFN) 7730136.  
The proposed project involves replacing the existingstructurally deficient Home Avenue Bridge over the Little Cuyahoga River inAkron, Summit County, Ohio.  The existingbridge (County Bridge No. AKR-011-0002) is a three span reinforced concreteslab on concrete piers and abutments and will be replaced with a new bridge on thesame alignment with similar lane arrangement (2 lanes in each direction) withstandard lane widths.  The inside westbound lane will be a left turn only onto Arlington Avenue.  The proposed bridgewill also be a three span reinforced concrete slab on concrete piers andabutments anchored in rock. Proposed work also includes new approach slabs, newapproach guardrails, minimal roadway work, new traffic control devices and newpavement markings.  Five foot wide bikelanes will be added and five foot wide sidewalks will also be provided on bothsides of the new bridge.  An existing 18"sanitary sewer and an existing 16" water line will be replaced for Akronas part of the project.  Public and private utilities have been coordinatedthroughout the design and will continue through construction.
Demolition of the existing bridge piers and the constructionof the new bridge piers will require work along approximately 200 linear feet of the Little Cuyahoga River.  A U. S. Army Corps of Engineer Nationwide Permit(#3 Maintenance) will be obtained by the Summit County Engineer prior to workingbelow the Ordinary High Water Mark on the river.
The project will require permanent right-of-way from threeproperty owners (3 parcels) for a total take of 0.0512 acre.  Temporary right-of-way will be required fromthe same three property owners and will include 4 parcels for a total temporarytake of 0.2322 acre. The temporary right-of-way will be returned to originalcondition or better upon completion of the project.
Home Avenue Bridge will be closed during construction.  Adetour route will be posted during construction.  Access to local businesses will be maintainedusing the approach roadways.  No throughtraffic across the bridge will be allowed during project construction.
The study area is located in a developed area located alongHome Avenue and East North Street on the north side of  Akron.  The majority of the study area is utilizedfor commercial and light industrial purposes. The Home Avenue bridge is located approximately 50 feet east of NorthArlington Street and crosses the Little Cuyahoga River.   The Project Location Map on an Aerial, CountyMap, USGS Topographical Map, Right of Way Plans and Stage 3 Detailed Plans arelocated in the Project File/General/Project Information subsection.
