Project Description: 
The SUM - MainStreet Corridor project, sponsored by the city of Akron, is a Design-Build project that proposes the completerenovation of the Main Street promenade in downtown Akron area.  The city of Akron proposes roadway improvements along Main Street, an existing 2 - 4 lane facility with a dedicated turn lane at four of eight intersections, from Cedar Street to Mill Street and the replacement of the State Street Bridge between Water Street and MainStreet.  The downtown Main Streetcorridor currently contains uneven sidewalks, challenging parking areas,deteriorating pavement and inconsistent, variable-width drive lanes.  Additionally, the State Street Bridge is in deteriorated condition.Proposedimprovements include street pavement reconstruction with one lane in each direction,reconstructed and new decorative crosswalks, new coordinated traffic signals atState, University and Bowery Streets intersections, a lane on each side of thestreet for parallel parking and designated delivery drop-offs or buses, abidirectional cycle track to connect to the nearby Towpath Trail, new sidewalks, new street lighting, aesthetics and amenities, including space for sidewalk cafes.  Two mid-block pedestrian crossings are also proposed at Lock 3 and Cascade Plaza with rapid flash beacon warning systems.  Asingle-lane roundabout is proposed at the Mill Street/Main Street intersection that will move traffic more safely and efficiently andeliminate the need for a traffic signal at this location.  On State Street, a new bridge for two lanetraffic, sidewalk and cycle track is additionally proposed as part of the project.  Current access to an existingparking deck will be perpetuated upon completion of the new bridge construction.  Notemporary or permanent rights-of-way are necessary to construct the project. 
Minorrelocations of existing utilities within the project study area will benecessary to construct the project. These minor utility relocations will occur within the existing streetrights-of-way.
The projectproposes to impact an estimated 100 linear feet of stream below the Ordinary High Water Mark (OWHM)of the Ohio & Erie Canal for the replacement of the State Street Bridge.  The project will not impact any other environmentally sensitive resourceswithin the project study area.
Propertyowner notification letters were mailed to affected property owners on April 10,2017.  The city of Akron also released press releases about the project on April10 and June 27, 2017.  Emergency and public services (EMS, police, fire andschools) were notified of the project via these press releases.  Multiple newsarticles were published about the project and Akron maintainsa project specific website.  Finally, an open house public meeting to discussneeds on the Main Street Corridor was conducted on April 26, 2017, at the AkronSummit County Public Library from 5:30 pm to 7:30 pm.  Attendees were encouragedto submit comments on public comments sheets at the open house meeting and by e-mailmessage to the Akron Engineering Bureau.  Comments receivedwere in support of the project and questions were addressed on an individualelectronic e-mail message basis. 
The Design-Build Team (DBT) selected for the project shall be responsible for designing, providing and maintainingsafe and effective work zone traffic control 24-hours a day for the duration ofthe project.  The DBT shall maintain vehicular and bicycle traffic at all timeson existing, temporary or new pavements and shall maintain pedestrian trafficat all times on either existing or new sidewalk.  Pedestrian access tobusinesses shall also be maintained at all times during business hours.  Moreover, the DBTshall provide all maintenance of traffic (MOT) signing, including detour signing, pavement markings,barricades and/or barriers, temporary pavement, work zone traffic signals,arrow boards, PCMS and any other elements required to implement each MOT phase.
