The OhioDepartment of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to replace Bridge No.STA-SR21-0446/Structure File Number (SFN) 7600062 over an unnamed tributary ofthe Tuscarawas River in Bethlehem and Tuscarawas Townships, Stark County, and replace Bridge No. STA-SR172-0420/SFN 7600720 over an unnamed tributary of SippoCreek in the city of Massillon, Stark County.
Theexisting deteriorated STA-SR21-0446 bridge is a 15' long by 32.75' single span concrete slabstructure and will be replaced with a 16' x 6' x 36' concrete box culvert.  Above ground vegetation within 20' of theexisting structure will be removed and rock channel protection (RCP) will beinstalled to protect the new box culvert.
