Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Route (SR) 193 in Liberty and Vienna Townships, Trumbull County, Ohio.  The project proposes to resurface 6.78 miles of SR 193, including partial and full-depth pavement repairs, from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 0.00 to SLM 6.78.  Additional improvements include catch basin reconstruction, curb inlet repairs/reconstruction, incidental curb and sidewalk repairs, curb ramp replacements to meet Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards, linear grading and new pavement markings, as needed. Further, minor maintenance is proposed on two (2) structures, Structure No. TRU-193-4.91/Structure File Number (SFN) 7806256 and Structure No. TRU-193-6.18/SFN 7806280, along SR 193 as follows:
ATB-193-4.91 (unnamed tributary to Squaw Creek):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 18' concrete filled culvert carrying an unnamed tributary to Squaw Creek under SR 193.  Maintenance improvements include: sealing concrete head walls with epoxy-urethane, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs. 
ATB-193-6.18 (Squaw Creek):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 21' concrete filled culvert carrying Squaw Creek under SR 193.  Maintenance improvements include: sealing concrete head walls with epoxy-urethane, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs. 
The project will be constructed within the existing roadway right-of-way.  The project will not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.
