Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve Interstate Route (IR) 271 in Boston Township, Summit County, Ohio.  The project proposes to resurface 1.92 miles of IR 271, including partial and full-depth pavement repairs, from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 6.62 to SLM 8.54.  Additionally, the project proposes to perform minor maintenance on four (4) structures, Structure No. SUM-271-8.01L/Structure File Number (SFN) 7709013, Structure No. SUM-271-8.00R/SFN 7709021, Structure No. SUM-271-8.53L/SFN 7709099 and Structure No. SUM-271-8.53R/SFN 7709129, along IR 271 as follows:
SUM-271-8.01L (Cuyahoga River, Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Railroad & Riverview Road):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 1,495' continuous steel beam bridge spanning the Cuyahoga River, Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Railroad and Riverview Road.  Maintenance improvements include:  new structure identification signs.  
SUM-271-8.00R (Cuyahoga River, Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Railroad & Riverview Road):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 1,460' continuous steel beam bridge spanning the Cuyahoga River, Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Railroad and Riverview Road.  Maintenance improvements include:  new structure identification signs.

SUM-271-8.53R (Boston Mills Road):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 163' continuous steel beam bridge spanning Boston Mills Road.  Maintenance improvements include: sealing concrete wearing surface and approach slabs with gravity-fed resin, patching and sealing concrete substructure and parapets, sealing the concrete floor where concrete has spalled, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs. 
The project will be constructed within the existing highway limited access right-of-way.  The project will not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.
