The OhioDepartment of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to apply a fine graded polymerasphalt concrete overlay on State Route (SR) 305 from approximately straightline mile (SLM) 0.00 (SR 305/SR 82/SR 700 intersection) to SLM 0.48 (eastvillage corporation line) and mill, repair and resurface SR 700 from SLM 0.00(SR 700/SR 88/Freedom Road intersection) to SLM 4.54 (SR 700/SR 82 junction)and from SLM 5.26 (SR 700/SR 305/SR 82 intersection) to SLM 7.89   (Portage/Geauga County Line) in Freedom andHiram Townships, Portage County, Ohio.  
As part ofthe project, new Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant curb rampswill be installed at the SR 700/SR 305/SR 82, SR 700/Hinsdale Street and SR700/Winrock Drive intersections within the village of Hiram and the projectwill install approximately 20 linear feet of new sidewalk in the northwestquadrant of the SR 700/Hinsdale Street intersection to provide pedestrianconnection to existing sidewalk along the north side of Hinsdale Street west ofSR 700.   
The projectalso proposes maintenance on the POR-700-0336 (SFN:6704883) concrete box beam bridge spanning Eagle Creek, as follows:Remove the existing deck/approach slab Type 3 Membrane Waterproofing and asphalt concrete overlay and replace them with Type 3 Membrane Waterproofing and new asphalt concrete overlay. Install new polymer modified expansion joints and drip strips and replace existing bridge rails and approach guardrails.Clear and grub to remove above ground vegetation within 25 feet of the structure.Repair erosion behind the existing wing walls with all work to be performed on the embankment slope well above the ordinary high water mark of Eagle Creek and abutting wetlands.Install new structure identification signs.
A Level 1Ecological Survey Report (ESR) was completed for the project in May 2017.  At the time of the ESR preparation, it waspresumed the project would impact Eagle Creek and abuttingCategory 3 wetlands at Bridge No. POR-700-0336.  However, based on furtherevaluation/refinement of the project scope of work at Bridge No. POR-700-0336, grading and/or fill impactswill not occur to Eagle Creek and/or the abutting Category 3 wetlands.  Therefore, awaterway permit is not required for the project.  The project, as proposed, may effect, but is not likely to adversely affect the Eastern Massasauga (Sistrurus catenatus).  No effects are anticipated for other state and federally listed threatened and endangered species.  See ProjectFile/Ecological/Reports/Level 1 Ecological Survey.pdf.
The projectwill be constructed within the existing SR 305 and SR 700 rights-of-way.  However, a work agreementwill be obtained from Hiram College, a privately owned education institution,at the SR 700/Hinsdale Street intersection in the village of Hiram toperform minor grading and reseeding behind a proposed new sidewalk.

Utilitypoles, overhead utility lines and underground utilities to be impacted by theproject will be relocated within the existing roadway rights-of-way.  Existing utilities will not be permanentlyremoved to construct the proposed project. Coordination with affected utility owners is ongoing for the project.
