Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT)proposes to rehabilitate the STA-93-1444/Structure File Number (SFN) 7605056 bridge spanning NewmanCreek and perform maintenance on the STA-93-1640/SFN 7605080 bridgespanning Fox Run.  Both bridge structuresare located on State Route (SR) 93 in Lawrence Township, Stark County, Ohio.  Locationmapping can be found in the Project File/General/Project Information subsectionas USGS Quadrangle Topographical Map.pdf.  
The STA-93-1444 Bridge is a 60.65-foot longby 32-foot wide simple span concrete box beam bridge on reinforced concreteabutments spanning Newman Creek. The existing box beam superstructure and bearings willbe removed and replaced with a new composite 32-foot wide box-beam superstructure withexpansion bearings.  Steel drip stripsand steel tube bridge railing will be installed on the new deck and theexisting concrete substructure will be inspected, repaired with concrete andsealed with epoxy-urethane sealer. The bridge approach slabs and guardrail willbe replaced, above ground vegetation within 15' of the bridge will be removedand new structure identification signs installed as part of the project.  
No treeremoval will be performed for the project. The low chord elevation andhydraulic opening will not be affected by the proposed construction and no workis proposed below the ordinary high water mark (OHWM) of Newman Creek.
The STA-93-1640 Bridge is a 62-foot long by 40-footwide single span steel beam bridge with concrete deck and abutments spanningFox Run.  The project will remove the existing bridge and approach slab concretewearing surface, install new steel drip strip along the deck edges and apply a newfiber reinforced concrete overlay to the structure and approach slabs.  Above ground vegetation within 15 feet of thebridge will be removed, rock will be installed behind all four wingwalls along theedge of the approach slabs (top of slope) and new structure identificationsigns will be installed as part of the project.
No treeremoval will be performed for the project and no work is proposed below the OHWMof Fox Run.
A Level 1 EcologicalSurvey Report (ESR) was prepared to address potential impacts to ecologicalresources present at the STA-93-1444 Bridge location.  At the time of the ESR preparation, it wasassumed the project would impact Newman Creek that has apopulation of freshwater mussels in proximity to the bridge.  Based on further evaluation and refinement ofthe project scope of work, no work will be performed below the OHWM of NewmanCreek and no waterway permit is required for the project. Maintenanceproposed at the STA-93-1640 bridge will not result in impacts to Fox Run orother ecological resources.  The projectwill not affect any state and/or federally listed threatened and endangeredspecies.  See Project File Ecological/Reports/Level 1 Ecological Survey.pdfand Ecological Review Form EcologicallyExempt STA-93-1640.pdf.
All workshall be performed within the existing SR 93 right-of-way.  
The projectis exempted from further evaluation for Regulated Materials.  SeeProject File ESA/Reports/RegulatedMaterials Review Form.pdf and ESA/Coordination/District RMR Decision.pdf.
The projectwill not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the STA-93-1444bridge and STA-93-1640 bridge project study areas.
Utilitypoles, overhead utility lines and underground utilities to be impacted by theproject will be relocated within the existing roadway right-of-way.  Existing utilities will not be permanentlyremoved to construct the proposed project. Coordination with affected utility owners is ongoing for the project.
A minimum ofone-ten foot lane will be maintained on SR 93 in each direction except for aperiod not to exceed 26 consecutive days, including a 21 consecutivecalendar day closure for rehabilitation/redecking of the STA-93-1444 bridge anda five (5) consecutive day closure for all bridge deck and approach overlaywork to be performed at the STA-93-1640 bridge.  The official detour will direct throughtraffic to use SR 21 and SR 172.  Constructionoperations may be performed prior to and after the closure duration.  Moreover, simultaneousclosure of both bridges is prohibited to ensure local and emergency and publicservice access is maintained at all times during project construction. 
Asdocumented in the project file, coordination was performed with local public officials,emergency and public services (e.g., EMS, police, fire, schools and publictransit).  No comments were received as a result of public outreach performedfor the project.
