The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes toterminate two (2) existing deeded full movement limited access points on thesouthern side of SR 446 in Canfield Township, Mahoning County, Ohio.  These existing limited access pointscurrently accommodate an existing concrete drive located approximately 330 feeteast-southeast of the SR 446/U. S. Route 62 intersection and an existing grassdrive located approximately 385 feet east-southeast of the SR 446/U. S.
