Project Description: 
A limited access right-of-way variance (break) is proposed to establish a two-axle vehicle only, 14' wide entrance (right-in) only access drive to the new Truck World Travel Center on the west side of Bailey Road approximately 257 feet north of the existing Bailey Road/Leonard Parkway intersection located south of the eastbound IR 76 exit/entrance ramps in Jackson Township, Mahoning County, Ohio.  Additional proposed improvements include the construction of a proposed 235-foot northbound left-turn lane with a 50-foot left-turn lane taper and a proposed 365.45-foot southbound right-turn lane with a 50-foot right-turn lane taper on Bailey Road at the existing Bailey Road/Leonard Parkway intersection.
