The Ohio Departmentof Transportation (ODOT) proposes pavement improvements and minor bridgemaintenance on State Route (SR) 11 in Dorset, Denmark, Jefferson and PlymouthTownships, in addition to a culvert replacement on SR 45 in SaybrookTownship.  
The proposedactivities on SR 11 are located between the SR 307 interchange and the SR 46interchange, a distance of approximately 8.2 miles.  The proposed pavement treatment on SR 11 is athin polymer overlay.  The bridgemaintenance involves nine bridges on or over SR 11 and includespatching/sealing the wearing surface, concrete spall removal and guardrailreplacement.   Closure of SR 11 is notrequired during construction because a minimum of one lane of traffic in eachdirection will be maintained at all times.
The existing24-inch diameter culvert proposed to be replaced as part of the project is locatedon SR 45 at the CSX Railroad crossing between SR 84 and U. S. Route 20.  The roadside shoulder will also be graded andimproved at this location.  SR 45 will be closed up to 14 days and a detourroute will be posted prior to the proposed culvert replacement.
The projectwill be constructed within the existing roadway/highway rights-of-way.  Existing utilities within the project studyarea will not be impacted/relocated to construct the project.
The projectwill not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the projectstudy area.
