The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to reconstructapproximately 400 linear feet of failing roadway embankment along the westboundlane of State Route (SR) 5 at Straight Line Mile (SLM) 6.57 in CharlestownTownship, Portage County, Ohio.Theproject will excavate and replace failing roadway embankment slope within theconstruction limits [Station (Sta.) 170+00 to Sta.174+00].  The work includes installationof new slope drainage and underdrain outlets and construction of a toe berm at the base of the reconstructed slope area. Roadway guardrail, shoulder pavement and a section of the SR 5 westbound lanepavement will be reconstructed while pavement repairs are proposed to theSR 5 eastbound lane/shoulder as part of the project.

The project is within the Western Management Unit as definedby the 2016 Programmatic Agreement/Biological Opinion for the Federally-listedIndiana Bat (Myotis sodalis) andNorthern Long-Eared Bat (Myotisseptentrionalis).  A total of 0.41acre of Suitable Wooded Habitat (SWH) will be removed by the project.  All SWH to be removed is contained within 100feet from the edge of pavement (EOP) and the project shall adhere to thecutting restriction dates (October 1-March 31) set forth in the 2016Programmatic Agreement/Biological Opinion for the Federally-listed Indiana Bat(Myotis sodalis) and Northern Long-Eared Bat (Myotis septentrionalis).  The project may effect but is not likely toadversely affect these species.  Theproject will not impact any other state or federally-listed threatened orendangered species.
The project will not impact any otherenvironmentally sensitive resources, including streams and wetlands.
