Corman Railroad and Sugar Creek in thevillage of Beech City and Sugarcreek Township, Stark County, and the SR 44bridge (Structure No. POR-44-5.03; SFN 6701450) spanning an unnamed tributaryto Breakneck Creek in Randolph Township, Portage County.  The SR 212 bridge is located at the eastcorporation limit of the village of Beech City. The SR 44 bridge is located approximately 0.17 mile north of Bassett Road.
The projectwill be completed within the existing roadway rights-of-way.  
Existingutilities within the project study areas will not be impacted/relocated tocomplete the project.  
Laneclosures will occur on SR 212 and SR 44 during the painting operations.  The maximum lane closure duration on SR212 is 45 consecutive days while the maximum lane closure duration on SR 44 is 21 consecutive days.  Two-way traffic will be maintained at alltimes during the painting operations using a temporary traffic signal.   Flaggers may also be used to maintain two-waytraffic for short term/daily lane closures only.
