Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to improve approximately 9.2 miles of State Route (SR) 45 in the villages of Orwell and Rock Creek and Orwell, Rome andMorgan Townships in Ashtabula County.  The pavement of SR 45will be resurfaced with partial and full depth repairs, as necessary, from south of Sunset Street in Orwell to the SR 45/Water Street intersection in Rock Creek.  The project also proposes minor maintenance on the ATB-45-0846structure over an unnamed tributary to the Grand River that includes a concrete overlay, channel cleanout andsubstructure patching.  Rehabilitation is additionally proposed on the ATB-45-1093 structure over Rock Creek that includes deck edgereplacement, railing replacement, patching of the bridge deck, substructure and approach slabs and sealing of concrete surfaces.
The deck edge replacement on structure ATB-45-1093 willrequire a road closure and detour for up to 28 days.  For all other project activities, a minimumof one lane of traffic in each direction will be maintained.  Local emergency and public services were notified about the project and its maintenance of traffic measures. 
Stage 3 plans were utilized to evaluate potential environmental impacts by and obtain NEPA approval for the project.  This project will be constructed within the existing roadway right-of-way.  Existing utilities within the project study area will not be impacted/relocated to construct the project.  The project will not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.
